· Would affect any library open to the public including academic libraries

· Would not be able to get any grants from state library if didn’t filter
· Federal  Sepa Statute

· 89 public libraries in Alaska

· 40% don’t have filtering

· Is this bill really necessary and feasible was part of the discussion

· People tend to seriously underestimate the costs of filtering softwares

· Why can’t this continue to be a local issue

· What’s happening in your library and local community

· Implications of staff having to undo filtering any time an adult wants to use the computers

· Primary constituency at academic libraries are adults

· Not necessary

· Would have angry constituencies if had to close the libraries to the public

Information Literacy Student Testing Intiative

· Carol Hedlin, UAS Library, reported

· Faculty Alliance

· Student success 
· Presidential push

· Statewide initiative

· To ensure high school students have the skills – college readiness

· Library – info literacy as part of the student success initiatives and testing initiative
· Incremental in terms of pushing this concept as part of the initiative

· Environmental scans

· Can we use social networking 

· Transfer skills – they’re not learning how to do this

· Coming to college unprepared

· Problem with student success initiative is that even though its statewide, its not where the money has been going, have to be realistic about how quickly can move this forward
Shared Collections

· Everyone would like to see more shared collections with UA system

· Group discussed the Elsevire agreement, James Huesmann shared that Elsevire had dropped price to $85k for shared collections for freedom collection badk to 1995
· James also reminded group about SLED and indicated that UAF collections:

· 51% all of Alaska

· 25% University of Alaska system

· Only 24% UAF only

· Discussion of physical collections and last copy depository needs

· Embargoes

· UAF & UAS went on Portoco

· Can get rid of journals even if last copy

· Whereas in the past couldn’t

· UAS and UAF – new safari book collections

· Preference for a single system for catalog

· Within a couple of years may not even have to have a separate catalog because of worldcat.org
· However currently the worlcat.org default to UAF holdings so UAA and UAS can’t implement until that’s fixed

· The OCLC rep at the meeting indicated that it could be done by zip code in the admin module

· In following up after the meeting with Mike Robinson and Rich Greenfield it would appear that there is an IP filtering issue that Rich and Mike are talking with OCLC about

· Unified catalog

· To maintain ALNcat

· $11k  2007

· $13.5k 2009

· Moving ALNcat to worldcat.org eventually

· OCLC indicated that if we want holdings to show in worldcat.org have to continue to subscribe to First Search, if that subscription is not maintained then holdings will not show

· Can create scopes that are more useful

· Revitalizing shared documentation and shared collection development efforts

· Shared electronic

· OCLC holdings numbers project  - BOOP – Big One time OCLC Project

· Collection development assessment

· Alaskana Group seems to have disbanded
· OCLC statistics can be exported to excel and can see a particular library as well as whole state (consortium)  www.stats.oclc.org
· Barbara Berg - OCLC Members Council – 

· Meet 3 times a year on OCLC’s nickel

· Advising OCLC

· Elect members of the Executive Board advising OCLC

· OCLC Western meeting in Dec

· Representing region

· 8 delegates

· Nominations go to OCLC, need to send CV

· Deadline was right after AKLA conference, sharing via minutes for future
