· Catherine Powers, AkLA Treasurer, asked Ed to submit letter on our budget or that we have no money.  [Update:  Ed sent letter Mar. 8.]

· RDA (Resource Description and Access):  Because LC’s RDA testing hasn't even started yet, and MARBI, OCLC, and vendors are still preparing, we still have another year to wait.  Ed described what he learned about the RDA Toolkit to be available online, possibly in June.  Free access will run through Aug. 31, 2010.  Annual subscriptions will start at $325.  For more information, see:  http://www.rdaonline.org/   [Update:  To receive info on offers, trials, and updates, contact rdatoolkit@ala.org]

· As the annual pricing ALA is asking for RDA is high, Ed drafted a letter that could go out requesting support for negotiated consortial pricing for libraries in Alaska.  We discussed options as to whom to address our concern.  [Update:  Ed received additional suggestions later in the day.]

· RDA training:  We want training at least in Anchorage, Juneau, and Fairbanks.  No official word has been announced on RDA training.

· Other training:  There is a strong desire to get training for subject headings and classification (LC or Dewey), as had been expressed in past Roundtable surveys.  Some librarians want general "how to catalog" training, but we recently had Bookblitz training (last time in 2008), and this will change soon with RDA.  Subject cataloging will not change in RDA.  We will send out an email survey asking who wants to attend when and where in 2011.  A recommendation was made for Deborah Fritz at the 'MARC of Quality' (or she might know someone), but trainers may also be available through the PCC program.  Ed will see about completing an ILC grant.
Note:  Ed was unable to attend the Executive Council Meeting, as it was scheduled at the same time as the Cataloging Roundtable Meeting.
ADDITIONAL CONFERENCE NEWS:

Nancy MacKay was invited by Ed as a presenter for the 2010 AkLA Conference.  No other cataloging-specific presentation existed at the conference besides the OCLC vendor discussions.  Nancy presented a half-day pre-conference workshop “Oral History Cataloging.”  The fee was $25 plus registration.  Around sixteen persons attended.  Nancy also gave a one-hour talk “Planning and Implementing Oral Histories”.  It was also well attended.  Many attendees said they were already conducting or planning to start oral history projects.  AkLA arranged the schedule in one-hour blocks, but that was not enough time for Nancy to complete her second talk with questions and answers.  There was one talk which had been arranged in two consecutive one-hour periods, so we should consider that as a possibility, and ask future speakers if they need to do that.
