Rich says this is very important.  Catherine wonders about grant money available?  Mary Jo says no because it’s political, but perhaps from general fund. Georgine reminds that it was trustees, board members, who contacted legislators in the past.  Freya says balance is important and it’s good to have representatives from all areas in state, all types and ages of library users.    Catherine asks when the last time an organized group went was and perhaps AkLA president and reps should go next year.
