Minutes were approved.

Old Business:

1. Listserv 

After a long period of difficulty, the Academic RT listserv is now working.  We need to encourage people with an interest in the roundtable to sign up.

Action: Send message to AkLA main mailing list reminding people to sign up for the Academic Roundtable list.
New Business: 

1. Pre-conference and speaker ideas for AkLA 2012 in Fairbanks
a. Library Instruction

Interest in library instruction continues.  Ideas suggested included a focus on information literacy and the use/production of videos using programs such as Camtasia and Jing to support instruction.  “Information literacy” would be more broadly defined to include information technology/ media literacy.  In terms of a pre-conference, information literacy could be the basis of a morning program followed by lunch and possibly a hands-on session on video production. 
b. LS 101 curricula

At the Academic Roundtable preconference on Thursday, Feb 17, it was suggested that a program to discuss a synchronized curriculum for LS 101 across AK colleges would be very useful. [This could possibly be organized as an Academic Roundtable sponsored program for AkLA 2012.]
c. Information Literacy across All Academic Levels in Alaska.

This was a suggestion that also came out of the Thursday, Feb 17 preconference.  Discussion would involve participants across all levels, elementary through college.  [Perhaps combined with 1.a. above or as a program – Explore interest/joint “sponsorship” with AAkSL.]
d. Scholarly Communication

It would be good to have a program that has broad appeal to academic librarians and library staff.  A preconference or program on scholarly communication is a possibility.  Various aspects of this topic include marketing and outreach to faculty, open access and what this might mean for serials staff, organization and management of information in institutional repositories, impact on library budgets, etc.  We could explore what ACRL might have re: speakers.
It was noted that Judy Green (UAA) is very good at coming up with speaker names. 
Action: Work on planning preconference/programs for AkLA 2012.  
2. ACRL Chapter membership

The possibility of forming an ACRL Chapter was discussed.  Some expense would be involved in sending the Academic Roundtable chair to Chapter Council meetings at the two ALA conferences (midwinter and annual).  We need to find out what benefits there might be for the Academic Roundtable and AkLA, especially since we are only small group.

Action: Contact ACRL to ask for details about ACRL Chapter membership.
3. Roundtable dues

The Academic Roundtable is not currently charging any membership dues.  Dues are one way of gathering funds in order to put on programs.  Becoming an ACRL Chapter would likely result in the need for dues.  More discussion can be held after we have explored ACRL Chapter membership.

4. Other

a.Information from the Feb 17 preconference will be put up on the conference wiki.

b. Selection of New Chair/Co-chair

Daria and Anne noted that the time for selecting a new co-chair prior to the AkLA 2011 Conference had passed, and therefore, they were willing to serve another year.  They also reported that having two people serving jointly as co-chairs had been helpful in covering Academic Roundtable business.  However, they noted that there is a need for an organized succession, i.e., rotating the co-chair each year to ensure continuity, with each co-chair serving for two years.  Jane Fuerstenau, Kenai Peninsula College, volunteered to serve as an incoming co-chair beginning in 2012-13. 

Note: In further discussion after the meeting, in the interest of the co-chair model and with Jane’s agreement, Anne will step down.  Jane will take over as co-chair for 2011-12 to serve with Daria during her second year.
