Conference 2010:  Susan Mitchell - 352 attendees, she welcomes questions, and has free posters with log and stickers
Mary Jo:  ALA director Keith was very impressed with attendance and his first trip to AK

Resolution Honoring the 2010 Conference Committee - Mary Jo read the resolution (copy included in permanent archives.) 

Mary Jo asked for unanimous consent, and by acclimation of all it was consented.  Susan received a framed copy of the resolution and a gift. 

Draft Resolution-Traditional Cultural Expressions - Linda Wynne from SeaAlaska Association presented the “White Paper” that has been distributed to members, and was put together by task force in Washington DC.  Native issues round table talked about cultural expressions at their meeting on Friday.  Intent is to raise awareness of librarians to cultural issues that may be in communities, and not limited to Alaska Native population. Michael Fields from ALA midwinter gave advice, and said more discussion was needed.  Linda brought this info home to AK for discussion, which is this document, and hopes to adopt it next year at ALA.  Roundtable voted to adopt or reject in it’s entirety.  Linda is asking AkLA to adopt the resolution - want to send a message to adopt as written.

June is on committee at ALA who is bringing this to their council - this is a statement of goals, suggestions only, to become more sensitive to issues in the community.  Like Library Bill of Rights, it’s a statement of goals, not a mandate and offers a pathway to work on issues.

David Ongley said he hopes AkLA will vote in favor as he has worked hard with American Indian Library association and discussions for over a year.  There is lots of local support and the cultural response guidelines used are from 10 years ago. This is an expansion and update of that document and includes ways to handle issues and promote local group input.

Linda said that as librarians we stand for so many important principles, so it’s important to support this project.
A question was asked about the phrase “white paper” vs. the words “report” or “statement”. Discussion followed.  Greg Hill spoke and mentioned Edward R. Morrow and the importance of a balanced report and overview of the subject. 
Mary Jo called the question - all in favor of adopting the motion - motion carries. 

Linda expressed her thanks to all for their support.
