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	Two of our four major activities were frankly political.  In March AKLA-A sponsored a candidate forum for Assembly hopefuls prior to Anchorage’s spring election.  The event, held at UAA, was hosted by Steve Rollins,and organized by Patience Frederiksen and Claire Stockert.   The second was a face-to-face meeting with Mayor Dan Sullivan.  The mayor, although articulate and candid, nonetheless painted a bleak picture for the coming budget season.  We are looking at further devastating cuts to our public libraries.  The chapter is responding to the mayor’s presentation with a “position paper” and future public testimony.  

In addition, we hosted a panel discussion by Anchorage journalists on the state of their profession (disturbingly similar to our own).  Finally, we are looking forward to a presentation in November by Professor David Levy of the UW Information School on creating programs for librarians and patrons to deal with our “information-saturated world.” 

Our chapter vice-president, Karen Keller, has been helping us push the envelope by creating vital and timely programs while facing continuing challenges as Municipal Librarian.
